RULES & REGULATIONS

THE INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION AND VOCATIONAL GUIDANCE 

EXPO 2019 (EduExpo 2019)
1. Arrangement and use use of display areas:
All exhibitors will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis, depending on the category of goods for display, the timing of registration and the payment of deposit, the Organizer will allocate exhibition space to Exhibitors follow the principble: eary registration, prior arrangement.

The Exhibitor is not allowed to re-rent or make use of the allocated space for another purpose.

2. Payment:

The enrollment registration is only certified valid if after 50% payment of the Contract value is made to the Organizers’s account. This deposit will not to be refunded in any case. The remaining 50% payment will be fully made no later than 10 days before the opening of the Exhibition. 

3. Receiving of exhibit space for display:

After full and final payment is made for the exhibit space is made, the Exhibitor will receive the exhibit space 04 days and its standard  stall 02 days before the opening of the Exhibition opens. The displaying preparation work for the display must be all setcompleted no later than 09 pm prior to the opening date.

4. Goods
Do not bring in fake or immitation goods for display and sale at the Exhibition. The Exhibitor must be responsible for all loss or damage to the goods during transportation to and from the Exhibition. Warehouses for rent are available at the Exhibition area..

No later than 02 days after the closing date.e, the Exhibitor must remove all goods, equipments, materials, decorations out of the Exhibition area.

5. Stall construction:

All official contractors will combine with the Organizers to install standard stalls. For stalls with special design installation will only be commenced upon approval of the Organizers. No size of the stand should exceed 3 metres. The Exhibitor is not allowed to use walking ways aisles in the Exhibition area for construction, processing, carpentry, decorating or sorting goods. The Exhibitor must be responsible for removing all materials such as packaging and, waste out of the Exhibition area no later than 09 pm daily before the opening date.

Any violation of these rules and regulations including damages to facilities of the exhibition area has to compensate according to the Organizers’ rules and regulations.

6. Care of rented space:

The Exhibitor and its employees are required to wear exhibitor badges all the time to get in and out of the Exhibition. The Exhibitor must be responsible to maintain at least one a staff at all time in their exhibit during its participation in the Exhibition and take good care of its goods and assets. 

Everyday, the Exhibitor must be present at the stall 30 minutes on a daily basis before the opening time in order to check, arrange the stall. If any loss or damage is discovered, the Exhibitor is advised to keep the field intact and immediately report to Exhibition security guards.

7. Security:

Security guards will be on siten 24-hour duty for the safety of the Exhibition area. However, the Exhibitors must be still responsible for the protection of their goods and assets. The Organizers does not assume any responsibility for losses or damages that occur at the Stand during the daily opening time, only the Security Board is allowed to appoint security staff in the Exhibition area if the Exhibitor requires this service.

8. Fire Precautions

Fire brigade reserves must be restrict the display of goods and materials likely to cause fire and to move them from the Exhibition area to ensure safety. This cost is to be paid by the Exhibitor. Explosive and flammable materials are strrictly probihited in the Exhibition area. No cooking, heating, drying in the Exhibition area. Smoking is not allowed during the setting up and dismantling the stalls. Before daily closing, the exhibitor must check all electrical equipments and switch them off (especially in case of blackout).

Display of goods which block extinguishers, phones, electric switches or breakers, water taps… is strictly prohibited.

9. Insurance, responsibility, risks:

Exhibitors are advised to take the appropriate insurance covering to cover damage caused by fire, thief, flood issues and responsibility with the third-party for its goods during the time of delivery, display and storage of goods at the Exhibition.

10. Changes in the exhibition’s dates and location

In unforeseen circumstances, the Organizers reserve the right to change the exhibition’s dates, location and make notifications to the Exhibitor of the latest area no later than 01 month before the exhibition opens. In this case, the exhibition Contract’s remains valid.

In case unforeseen circumstances (disasters, national affairs…) the Exhibition impossible to hold, the Organizers will refund part of the Contract’s value based on the actual situation.

11. Electrical and Water Requirements:
Electrical and water requirements are only provided only by the Organizers in the Exhibition area and the Organizers reserve the right to switch off all electrical power or stop all water sources that may cause dangerous or influence on the surrounding environment.

Electricity will be supplied 30 minutes before the daily opening time or as often as necessary. Units that need electricity 24 hours a day need to sign a contract with the Organizer 03 days before the Inauguration opening day and must bear all responsibilities for any problems caused by their electrical devices or equipements.

12. Availability of publications, tapes in the Exhibition area:

All advertising publications, catalogues, cd-rom, tapes, etc… are only issued and displayed in the stall of the Exhibition area for one purpose: to introduce the company and to display its products or goods. Other than that purpose, it is prohibited in the Exhibition. Also, it is strictly prohibited to bring into the Exhibition area political opposition documents, maps or depraved lifestyle promoting documents that negatively influence on the national culture and moral traditions of Vietnam are strictly forbidden.

Any violation regarding publications, tapes and cd-rom which negatively affect Vietnam’s politics and culture shall be dealt with according to the law.

13.  Assets of the Exhibition area

It is necessary for the Exhibitor to make use of protection measures to avoid damages to the location and assets of the Exhibition. The Exhibitor must compensate for all damages, losses to assets of the Exhibition area that caused by its staff.

14. Regulation violation
The Exhibitors are responsible for conforming to the Vietnamese law and all the regulations set by the Organizer. In case of violating, the exhibition space will be closed, and the exhibitor will bear all legal responsibility for its violation. 

15. Additional regulation:

To ensure the safety and success for the exhibition, the Organizer reserve the right to revise the regulations, the exhibitors are supposed fully abide by the changes in the regulations made by the Organizer
